Most of the scholarships 
for graduate students are designated for persons pursuing a 
degree in theological studies (M.Div., D.Min., Ph.D), higher 
education administration or older adults changing their 
careers. 
     Scholarships for racial-ethnic undergraduate or graduate 
students are also available. Allocations are also given to the 
122 United Methodist-related colleges and universities, 
seminaries and theological schools to be issued as 
scholarship by the institutions’ financial aid offices. (See the 
Web site at http://www.gbhem.org/education for more 
information on the UM-related institutions.
